C.P. BLAKELY PROGRAMS
Kindergarten
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The kindergarten program is designed to provide children with opportunities to grow socially, physically, intellectually, creatively and emotionally. Children learn independence, confidence and a sense of self-reliance. Our kindergarten program strives to excel in all areas of positive learning and developmental needs.

Special Needs

IRISS – Intense Reading Instruction for Student Success: In order to address individual needs of students, C.P. Blakely School offers an Early Literacy program for students in kindergarten to grade 2. Our aim is to identify and support students in the primary grades with literacy needs. Our Early Literacy program is designed for students in regular programming. Once students are identified, skilled personnel complete tests to ensure appropriate individual programs are developed to match their needs.


LAC – Learning Assistance Center: The learning assistance center is for students who are experiencing frustration with grade expectations. These students may require a variety of instructional techniques. C.P. Blakely offers a self-contained classroom, low student/teacher ratios and ability appropriate materials to ensure that all students have the opportunity to learn. A pyschoeducational assessment is completed for each student to aid in the development of an individualized program.


Enrichment: It is important that all students in C.P. Blakely School have the opportunity to experience academically challenging situations. The enrichment projects that students will take part in are inquiry based; in search of answers to difficult and complex questions related to classroom studies. This allows students to creatively explore ways of acquiring information and to develop skills, such as analyzing, summarizing and presenting information. 

Participants in enrichment projects are chosen by their homeroom teacher. To be eligible, students must demonstrate that they are capable of good work on classroom assignments, have strong work habits, are motivated to perform at a high standard and are well behaved in individual and group situations.

Physical Education

The aim of the Physical Education program is to assist individual students to develop the knowledge, skills and attitudes necessary to lead a healthy and active lifestyle. The students will experience a variety of activities that promote sportsmanship and effort. Fair play, sportsmanship, teamwork and leadership are key components and a focal point in all activities and games. Students are encouraged to participate in all activities to the best of their abilities and follow the rules, routines and procedures as directed by the physical education teacher. Finally, the program emphasizes that students have fun and have the opportunity to challenge themselves throughout the year.
Music
The music program focuses on skill development in the areas of: singing, moving, playing, listening and creating. The musical concepts focused on are: beat and rhythm, melody, harmony, form and expression. These are introduced, experienced and practiced through music games, activities and instruments. Other subjects such as Science, Social Studies, Language Arts and Math are enhanced through the music program. Classroom themes – Inuit, Metamorphosis, and Nursery Rhymes – the Social Studies component Canada – Alberta and provinces, and Language Arts units such as the Medieval Unit are experienced in a new light through music. Students are also given the opportunity to perform in the C.P. Blakely choir. By participating in the music program, joy, self-discipline and confidence becomes an important part of the learning process at C.P. Blakely School.
Tiger Council

Tiger Council is comprised of a group of students from grades 4 to 5 who are part of a student advisory council representing each of the Kindergarten through to grade 5 classrooms. Tiger Council members have the opportunity to experience and participate in a leadership role. Members act on behalf of the student body in regards to decision-making and modeling. The main focus of the Tiger Council is to create an environment within the school that is fun and enjoyable and safe for all students who attend C.P. Blakely School.
Before and After School Program


The Before and After School program at C.P. Blakely School is organized and operated by a local society consisting of community members, parents and school administration. It is a non-profit organization established to provide child care for C.P. Blakely students before school, after school and on holidays. The program is managed by certified and qualified personnel.

Lunch Time

Students may bring their lunch to school. They will eat in their homeroom classroom from 12:00 a.m. to 12:40 p.m. At 12:20 p.m. students will go outside for a recess break until 12:40 p.m. All school rules must be followed while eating lunch. In order to make eating lunch a more positive experience students should:

· wash their hands before eating

· stay in their own desk    




· use an inside voice

· clean-up their desk and desk area by putting garbage in the garbage cans

Students who choose to not bring a lunch to school must notify their homeroom teacher about leaving the school grounds. This can be done by talking to their teacher directly or by sending a note. No student will leave the school without proper notification from a parent or guardian.

Homework
A simple guideline for homework and the expectation of your child is 10 minutes of homework each evening for each grade of school. Please expect that this will also vary from teacher to teacher. 
Homework will very well be in the form of practice. Home reading is typical. Students are expected to read each night. Teachers may ask students to practice basic facts in math or study their spelling words. This is included in the guidelines above.

Note: The work habits of each student will impact the amount of homework your child has to complete, however if homework time becomes too great, strategies should be discussed between the homeroom parent, teacher and student.
Inside Shoes
It is a school expectation that students have footwear on at all times. Outside footwear is left on the boot racks and inside footwear, preferably shoes appropriate for gym, are worn in the school. 
Lockers
All students in the school will be assigned a locker and a lock will be provided for a cost of $3.00 to grade 4 and 5 students. Lockers are to be kept clean and locked at all times. Combinations for locks will be kept with homeroom teachers. Please do not bring a lock from home as it is much easier for us to use our  key to open locks if need be.


Hot Lunches
Hot lunches are offered by the school on Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays each week. School council also provides a hot lunch on Fridays.  Hot lunches will begin at the beginning of October and ending the end of May. All hot lunches are pre-ordered; Tuesday/Wednesday/Thursday lunches that morning and Friday lunches a month at a time. Price lists and order forms are send home on a regular basis. Please send exact change with the orders as we do not have the personnel to sort and deliver change to students.
Busing

School Fees
A portion of the overall working budget of the school is based upon the collection of student fees each year. This money helps to sufficiently equip classrooms with the necessary resources for teaching and learning. 
Student Progress Reports
Reporting to parents regarding the progress of students is a continuous process throughout the course of the school year. Along with three report cards that are distributed in mid-November, mid-March and at the end of June teachers also keep parents informed of their child’s strengths, weaknesses and progress through phone calls, work samples and exams, parent/teacher/student interviews, class newsletters, awards, and agenda notes. If at any time parents are concerned and feel they need to make contact with homeroom teachers or the administration of the school, please do not hesitate to phone or come into the school. By working together students will experience the greatest amount of success.
Parental Concerns

The proper protocol to follow if you have concerns regarding discipline or educational issues is to go to your child’s homeroom teacher first.  If a resolution can not be achieved, you may ask administration to be involved for mediation.

Exhibit I 
For the Use of Computers, Internet, Gmail, Google Application, Personal Devices and Internet Applications 
Technology provides students with unique and powerful ways to enhance their learning. Chinook’s Edge School Division No. 73 supports the use of technology for the purpose of enhancing and supporting learning and is pleased to offer students access to computer networks so that they can use Division supplied technology or bring in their own personal devices to school. 

It is one of the technology goals of the Chinook’s Edge School Division to ensure that student’s interactions with the use of technology contribute positively to the learning environment both at school and in the community. Negative use of technology through Division owned devices inside or outside of our schools that degrades or defames members of our communities, or the Division, is unacceptable. Chinook’s Edge School Division also recognizes that students have widespread access to both technology and the Internet; therefore, use of personal devices and connectivity is considered to be included in this Responsible Use Terms and Conditions Document. 

Access to the Chinook’s Edge School Division network is a privilege not a right. The use of technology whether owned by the Division or devices supplied by the student entails personal responsibility. It is expected that students will comply with Division standards, act in a responsible manner, and will honor the terms and conditions set by the classroom teacher, school, and Division. Failure to comply with such terms and conditions may result in permanent or temporary loss of access as well as other disciplinary or legal action as necessary. In particular, students will be held accountable for their actions and are encouraged to report any accidental use immediately to school administration. 

With the increased usage of free educational applications on the Internet, digital storage areas, containing less sensitive student information, may or may not be located on property of the school Division. In some cases, data will not be stored on Canadian servers. Therefore, students should not expect that files and communication are private. Network Administrators may review files and communications to maintain system integrity and to ensure responsible use. Chinook’s Edge also has a private and secure system for sensitive school records which will be managed by Division Information Technology Staff. 

Definitions 
 Network refers to wired and wireless technology networks including school networks, cellular networks, commercial, community or home based wireless networks accessible to students on school property. 
 Student / staff owned (supplied) mobile devices refers to cellular phones, blackberry type devices, PDAs, MP3 players, iPod type devices, and portable computers such as laptops ,iPads, notebooks, tablets and netbooks as well as portable storage devices. 
Terms and Conditions 
Students/ staff will use technology in a responsible manner by: 
 Using technology for legal and appropriate activities and by abiding by the copyright laws. 
 Using technology in ways, which treat others and themselves with respect and follow school policies and behavior standards of the school and Chinook’s Edge School Division. 
 Using the equipment and network in a positive manner so that it does not disturb the system performance and does not breach security standards. 
 Respecting the rights of others by obtaining consent from the individual and a school staff member before photographing individual’s pictures, publishing, sending or displaying private or personal information. 
 Only using their own account and electronic data unless they are granted sharing permission by other users. 
 Using the bandwidth, file space, and printers responsibly for educational purposes. 
 Keeping their own personal data secure such as addresses, telephone numbers, age, school, last names etc.. 
 By realizing that data is not always private and that their data could be stored on other servers throughout the world (Gmail, Google Apps, and other web applications). 
 Realizing that Chinook’s Edge School Division will monitor, flag and review inappropriate use of technology as deemed necessary. 
 Reporting security or network problems to a teacher, administrator, or system administrator. 
 Having the site Administrator install any needed software on Division owned technology. 
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Use of Personal Devices in Schools 
Students / staff understand that: 
 A student/staff-owned device which is registered at the school will have a client application placed on the device. This will allow the student to have more bandwidth privileges and educational access than non-registered students. It will also allow the user’s activities through the school’s network to be traced back to the student, if there is any reason to believe that the privilege is being abused. School Administration and Division Technology staff may search the student’s memory device if they feel school rules have been violated which may include, but are not limited to, audio and video recording, photographs taken on school property that violate the privacy of others, or other issues regarding bullying, etc 
 Students/staff need to connect to the school’s network and NOT to the networks of the neighbors surrounding the school. 
 If students/staff choose to use a device that is not registered, they are responsible for making sure that the virus protection is up-to-date. Students who register their device will have their device scanned for viruses upon entry and updates will be done automatically. 
 Students/staff will turn off all peer-to-peer (music/video/file-sharing) software or web-hosting services on their device while connected to the school wireless network. 
 Students will use the student owned device in class only with the teacher's expressed permission. 
 Students/staff understand the security, care and maintenance of their device is their sole responsibility. They will securely store and charge their device when not in use. 
 Students will not use an audio recording device, video camera, or camera (or any device with one of these, e.g. cell phone, netbook, laptop, tablet, etc.) to record media or take photos during school unless they have permission from both a staff member, and those they are recording. 
Use of Public Internet Tools 
 Technology provides an abundance of opportunities for students/staff to use interactive tools and sites on public websites that benefit learning, communication and social interaction. The Division does not control these public sites and does not manage the information posted by their users; therefore, does not accept responsibility for their content. Personal information could be used for commercial purposes and information stored there could be lost. Users need to ensure that they protect their personal information. 
 Students/staff may be held accountable for the use of and information posted on these sites if it detrimentally affects the welfare of individual users or the governance, climate, or effectiveness of the school(s). 
 From time to time teachers may recommend and use public interactive sites that to the best of their knowledge are legitimate and safe. As the site is “public” and the teacher (School and Division) is not in control of it, students and parents must use their discretion when using, accessing information , storing, and displaying student’s work on the site. 
Security and Supervision 
 The Division does provide content filtering controls for student access to the Internet using the Division’s network as well as reasonable adult supervision, but at times inappropriate, objectionable and/or offensive material may circumvent the filter as well as the supervision and be viewed by students. Students are to report the occurrence to their teacher or the nearest supervisor. Students will be held accountable for any deliberate attempt to circumvent Division technology security and supervision. 
 Students using mobile and cellular devices on networks other than the Division’s network are subject to the rights and responsibilities outlined in this document and are accountable for their use. 
Student Email 
All Chinook’s Edge students are given a Gmail and Educational Google Applications account. The information being stored by this web tool as well as others might not reside on Canadian servers. Students must use email, web tools and the Internet while at school according to the terms and conditions outlined in this Responsible Use document. 

All students, parents and staff are provided with this Responsible Use Terms and Conditions Document in student agendas or handbooks and in all staff handbooks. All users understand that the use of this electronic information resource is for educational purposes. They recognize the Division has initiated reasonable safeguards to filter and monitor inappropriate materials. They understand that while the Division has also taken steps to restrict user access on the Internet to inappropriate information and sites, it is impossible to restrict access to all controversial materials. Any user who does not abide by the rules of appropriate use understands that consequences will be instated. Users will not hold Chinook’s Edge School Division responsible for materials they acquire on the Internet. Users are required to read the Technology Use Document at the start of each school year (or upon enrolling in Chinook’s Edge) and adhere to all requirements in the document. Staff is required to read the document upon commencing employment with Chinook’s Edge School Division and adhere to all requirements in the document.

Discipline Policy
Discipline Expectations and Responsibilities
…because students are worth it!

The mission of C.P. Blakely School is to provide a high standard of teaching and a positive and safe environment to create responsible learners. In order to fulfill our school’s mission, all stakeholders (students, staff, parents and community) must be committed to a consistent discipline policy that allows students to recognize what they have done wrong and understand what appropriate behavior looks like. As well, student must realize that they are accountable for their behavior. This approach safeguards each student’s right to learn in a safe, positive, and orderly environment.

Overview of Expectations and Responsibilities
General behavior guidelines are set for the school as a whole. As well, teachers establish classroom expectations. Behavior expectations and consistency help to maximize student learning.

We believe that students perform better when they know what is expected of them. Consequently, school-wide expectations are communicated to our students through classroom discussions with homeroom teachers, by school administration in assemblies, and in student agendas. When we convey these expectations to students, the emphasis is on helping students to become positive, productive citizens in our school community.
Alberta Education Policy

The School Act (1997) Section 7 states:

C. P. Blakely Discipline Procedures
General misbehavior is viewed as a teaching opportunity. Students are spoken to by a supervisor, the inappropriate behavior is corrected immediately and an appropriate consequence is supplied by the supervisor or an administrator.

For minor offenses students will be given a warning, they will receive instructions from the supervisor regarding the behavior, and the administration will be notified of the warning offense.

For major offenses the supervisor or administrator will provide instruction regarding the offense, and the administration will determine the appropriate consequence for the inappropriate behavior.


If behavior persists: a meeting involving the student, parent, teacher, administration and any outside agencies that are appropriate will establish a plan for this child that will allow him/her to be more successful in the school setting.
